 REBUILD:   Many teams in the past have been able to work in 

Haiti because of the team housing available with CSI.  Work in Haiti is 

now restricted until repaired housing is available for teams to return to 

help.  The clinic in Croix-des-Bouquet is in the planning stages of build-

ing a prosthesis enter because of the number of amputations as a result 

of injuries due to the earthquake. 

 EMPOWER:   The community relief program is not about 

buildings.  Itôs about helping people to assess community, personal and 

spiritual needs, as well as empowering neighbors to help neighbors. 

 GIVE HOPE   through education.  Building a solid structure, a 

new school, will increase student enrollment and increase grade levels.  

30 children will attend school for free, with each sponsored teacher.  

Teachers will be empowered by continuing teacher development with 

Ohio State University. 

 HOW CAN WE HELP?   The PUMC Ad Board approved a 

motion to support this campaign.  We have been challenged by the Ad 

Board to raise $20,000 in 6 months, from June 1 through December 31, 

2010  This is above our regular weekly giving.  The Ad Board believes 

we can do it...what do YOU think?  You may give through your regular 

offering envelopes, marked ñHeart for Haitiò.  Updates of our progress 

will be found in each edition of Grace Notes.  The Ad Board, and the 

people of Haiti, thank you in advance for your generosity.

CROCK POT CHEESY CHICKEN SPAGHETTI 

 

16 oz. dry spaghetti 

1 lb. 2% Velveeta 

1 can (12.5 oz) chicken breast, drained and flaked 

1 can fat free cream of chicken soup 

1 can fat free cream of mushroom soup 

1/2 c. water 

1 small onion, diced (optional) 

1 medium green pepper, diced (optional) 

 

Cook spaghetti according to package directions.  Drain. 

 

Spray slow cooker with Pam. 

 

Mix all ingredients in slow cooker.
